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Lenten Spiritual Reflection —
Repentance and Turning to the Lord

Today, | would like to invite everyone to take a short 10-20
minutes break amidst your busy day. Pause from your work, from
watching the attention-grabbing content on
TikTok/Instagram/Facebook/YouTube/X, and from responding to
messages from others. Allow your heart to take a deep breath...
Learn to focus and encounter our Heavenly Father, who loves us
deeply, in the spirit once again. May His words nourish our easily
discouraged, disappointed, and indifferent hearts. May His truth
guide and awaken the needs of our spiritual life, giving us the
opportunity to reflect and meditate on our lives. Is that alright?

Today, let us ponder about what the word “repentance” truly
means. For some people, repentance may just be a once-off
shedding tears of regret. Perhaps you realize that you have done
something wrong, hurt someone (or even yourself), and feel
troubled or sad. This kind of self-awareness and reflection is
certainly good. However, this is not the “repentance” mentioned
in the Bible.

Repentance is the turning of the will, a turning from “self” to “the
Lord,” a concrete action of breaking free from the bondage of sin
and running toward truth. The Apostle Peter said, “Repent, then,
and turn to God, so that your sins may be wiped out” (Acts 3:19).
In other words, someone who has not truly repented still carries
all their sins, and has not been forgiven by God. Such a person is
a nominal Christian, but in reality, they are a “false” Christian;
they do not possess eternal life and uvltimately, the gates of
heaven will not open for them. This is a terrifying and pitiful fact.

In Luke 15:11-32, we read the parable of the prodigal son. The
younger son took his inheritance to a distant country,
squandered it all, and eventually was desperate enough to
hunger for the pig’s food. However, when he “came to his senses”
(15:17), he did not choose to continue in his downward spiral, but
got up and said, “I will arise and go to my father.” His repentance
was not empty words, but a concrete action—

he turned back and returned to the home he had once
abandoned. This is the true meaning of “repentance and turning
to the Lord.”

Lent is precisely such a “moment of awakening.” Perhaps we
have not left home like the prodigal son, but how many times in
life have our hearts gradually and unknowingly drifted away from
the Lord? Busyness causes us to forget to pray, selfish desires lead
us astray, and pride prevents us from humbling ourselves to admit
our wrongs. Yet the Lord is always waiting, just like the father who
saw his returning child from a distance and immediately ran to
embrace him. He does not ask why we left; He only asks if we are
willing to return.

Prayer:

Dear Lord Jesus, thank You for opening the way back home for
me on the cross. During this Lent, | ask that Your Spirit shine on my
heart, allowing me to see my weaknesses, including the hidden
sins. Grant me the courage to repent, to rise up from where |
have fallen, and to start anew, returning to the path of Your truth.
May 2025 be a year of frue revival in my life, and may | become
a strong and powerful witness for You in church, at home, in
school, in the workplace, or anywhere | go. May everything | do,
say, and think bring glory to Your name. Thank You, | pray and
ask all these in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ. Amen!
