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The Hope of the Resurrection
Scripture: 1 Corinthians 15:12-14

12 Now if Christ is proclaimed as raised from the dead, how can some
of you say that there is no resurrection of the dead? 13 But if there is no
resurrection of the dead, then not even Christ has been raised. 14 And if
Christ has not been raised, then our preaching is in vain and your faith
is in vain.

Dear brothers and sisters, we always live in hope-hope that
tomorrow will be better and hope that our expectations will be
fulfilled. Yet the greatest hope for us Christians is the hope in
Christ’s resurrection.

In this passage, Paul refutes those believers who did not believe
in the resurrection of the dead. These believers, influenced by
Greek philosophy at the time, believed in the immortality of the
soul but denied the possibility of bodily resurrection.

Paul, in 1 Corinthians 15, clearly affirms the reality of Christ’s
resurrection. First, Christ rose from the dead on the third day,
according to the Scriptures (1 Corinthians 15:3-4). Second,
Christ’s resurrection is a historical fact—those who followed Jesus
at the time all saw the risen Lord (1 Corinthians 15:5-7). Finally,
Paul uses his own personal experience to testify to Christ’s
resurrection. Paul said, “And last of all He was seen of me also.”
After encountering the power of the risen Christ, Paul’s life
underwent a radical transformation—he no longer persecuted
the Church (1 Corinthians 15:8-11).

Dear friends, we live in an era of rapidly advancing technology,
and like the early church, we are influenced by contemporary
thought too. In this era, we do not believe in miracles, but in
nature; we do not believe in eternal life, but that death is the end;
we do not believe that Christ died for our sins, only that Jesus was
probably a morally great figure.

Starting this week, we enter Holy Week, as Christ is about to walk
toward His death—a tremendous test of faith for the disciples at
the time. Yet the hope of Christ’s resurrection was a great comfort
in their hearts!

Let us, during this week, meditate on Christ’s entry into Jerusalem,
His cleansing of the temple, the institution of the Last Supper, His
washing of the disciples’ feet, and ultimately His crucifixion for our
sins.

Let us wait together in reverence for Resurrection Sunday in the
coming week.
