Luke 24:6 "He is not here, but He is risen."

Dear brothers and sisters, let us recall the empty tomb of the
Lord Jesus, and the words of the angel echo in our ears: "He is
not here, He is risen." — Luke 24:6.

The phrase "He is not here" shook their hearts and the whole
world like thunder. Because these words not only broke the
desperate hearts of those women at that time, but later ignited
the light of hope in the world.

This sentence shows us that the Lord Jesus is not tfrapped in the
indifference of death, but also means that death cannot bind
the Lord of life, and darkness cannot swallow up the source of
light, because the angel declares that "He is notf here, He is
risen”.

Dear brothers and sisters, during this 40-day devotional, | don't
know how deep your love for the sacrifice of the Lord Jesus is,
but let us always remember that the crucifixion is not the end,
but the resurrection is the ultimate victory.

The "empty tomb of the Lord" also shows that there is an end to
all suffering. Therefore, Lent is not about us to stay in the sorrow,
pain and despair of the grave, but to leave the grave as soon
as possible, like the women who heard what the angels said, to
lay down their broken and heavy hearts, and to tell others
about the resurrection of the Lord Jesus Christ with fire and joy,
and to become good witnesses of the Lord.

Prayer:

Thank you, dear God Father, for giving us Your Son, Jesus Christ,
the hope of eternal life through His death and the hope of
resurrection through His resurrection. Help us not to stay at the
"grave" of life, but to let go of broken hearts, despair and pain;
By faith, rely on Your Son, Jesus Christ, our resurrected Lord, to
face life's challenges and pass on the hope of the Lord's
resurrection to more people. In the name of the Lord Jesus
Christ, Amen.
