Recently, my niece, who is in Primary Four, has taken a great
interest in discussing idioms with us. This reminded me of @
well-known saying: "Knowing that the mountain has figers, yet
heading towards it." This idiom describes someone who,
despite being fully aware of impending danger or difficulty,
still presses forward resolutely, demonstrating a spirit of
courage and fearlessness.

But | wonder does this saying simply celebrate the fearless?
Or is it possible that there is something on that mountain far
more important than the risk of being torn apart by the beast,
something worth pursuing at all costs?

Before the Passover, Jesus knew that the time for Him to be
taken up had come, so He resolutely set His face toward
Jerusalem. (Luke 19:51) Was this merely an act of braverye Or
did He know that in Jerusalem, there was something far more
important than His suffering and death?2 He knew that it was
all for the glory of God. He said, "For this purpose | have come.
Father, glorify Your name!" (John 12:23-24) He knew that His
mission was not to be stored away safely but to fall to the
ground and die like a grain of wheat (John 12:24). He knew
that only through His death could He rescue people from the
dominion of darkness and transfer them into His kingdom
(Colossians 1:13), bringing forth a great harvest of souls. Thus,
Jesus walked toward the cross not merely with courage, but
with a mission, willingly submitting to the will of the Father and
fulfilling His redemptive plan.

During this season of Lent, let us reflect on the mission that
God has entrusted to us, both personally and as a church. Let
us not only pray for passion and zeal but, above all, for a
heart of obedience—that we may fulfill His will.
