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Lenten Spiritual Reflection - The Suffering Servant

Yet it was the will of the Lord to crush him; he has put him to grief;
when his soul makes an offering for guilt, he shall see his offspring;
he shall prolong his days.

(Isaiah 53:10a)

The British theologian and pastor John Stott said: In the Bible, the
most concrete image of sin-bearing is presented in Jesus. In
Isaiah 53, the servant of God, the anointed Messiah, bore our sins
and was punished for them; the entire price was for the
reconciliation of mankind with God.

The servant's suffering and death are understood as a "vicarious
atonement”. The suffering servant offers himself as a sin offering,
taking upon himself the sins of the guilty; this is the true
embodiment of the servant's life of "atonement substitution”, fully
revealing Christ’s incarnation as a vicarious suffering.

In the Garden of Gethsemane, the sorrow and vigilance that
Christ experienced were not just about our suffering, but about
the suffering that God had to bear in this world. In the suffering of
God's people, He also participates, suffering alongside them and
becoming the ransom.

The purpose behind the suffering servant bearing the great price
and suffering is to establish a righteous community, the church.
The foundation of the church is Jesus Christ becoming the quilt
offering for sinners. He actively and silently suffered to establish a
community that is called righteous, so that people can see the
hope of forgiveness of sins, love and acceptance, repentance
and restoration, and mutual love.

During this Lent season, the song of the suffering servant reminds
us once again that our Lord Jesus entered the world through His
love on the cross, and walked with us through His suffering. The
hefty price of the gospel of salvation in Jesus was revealed in the
most humble places: in the lowly Garden of Gethsemane and on
the hill of Golgotha.
